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This is from a recording of Charlie Walden and Geoff Seitz playing together. It is a little different than their individual recordings (less
notey, more “jam friendly”) and is moderatly different from the Cristeson transcription. The Cristeson transcription, for reasons unknown to
me, is quite different from the George Helton version on Slipery Hill.
